Remarks:  
- The selection committee agreed that the applicants Kimani and Chibueze should receive funding but a 
reduced amount. In the funding confirmation email they should be advised to approach Jumping JIVE/Rob 
Beswick. 
Jumping JIVE aims among others on providing resources to expand and support on-going and technical 
training initiates for a number of AVN countries. The committee agrees in the importance of supporting a 
long-term connection between RadioNet and the African radio astronomy community.   
- I. Rottmann pointed out that for the applicant Kimani, the use of TA Effelsberg/WP12 would have also been 
a possibility to receive knowledge and practice in single dish use. STM is not allowed to support private 
careers (e.g. PhDs) or to increase the expertise of the person that does the trip. The core aim of STM is to 
transfer expertise of knowledge from one institute/infrastructure to another.  
- Kallunki, Juha will receive 0€, but the Selection Committee agreed that the application is strong and 
interesting. The selection committee suggested organizing a workshop on this topic, with financial support 
from the RadioNet activity Technical Dissemination. J. Kallunki will receive this information and will be 
advised to contact the activity leader R. Keller, to learn about the possibilities for the organization of this 
event.  
- Applicant Bruni: applies the 2nd and it seems as support for individual carrier. Therefore 0 €. 
- Applicant Colzi: the visit is part of the PhD programme / individual carrier, not institutional knowledge 
transfer. Therefore 0 €. 
- Modification of application form: In the next call, the applicant has to list the cost of the trip with more detail 
(amount for travel, accommodation, subsistence). Additionally it will be stressed that the STM do not support 
individual carrier.
